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The proposition of Joseon Dynasty royal attire reenacting

the 22nd King Jeongjo tomb parade

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to enhance the dignity and help the inheritance and
development of cultural heritage events by reproducing and organizing the sequence of
the royal attire, which is a key feature of events centred around cultural heritage. The
research method involved reviewing literature and existing 3D videos to organize the
royal attire presented at the events. The expected outcome is that it will greatly assist in
the depiction of royal attire during heritage events. The King Jeongjo tomb parade is a
festival based on cultural heritage, making the clothing of the main figures extremely
important. The order of King Jeongjo's attire begins with underwear, followed by basic
clothing, a Sochangwui, a Cheolik with a dragon pattern, or a Yuongbok. Queen
Hyegyeong wears underwear, a Jeogori-samjak (three-layered jeogori), a Cheonghong-
sran (blue and red skirt), a Jungsam (inner jacket), and a Noeui (ceremonial robe). The
clothing of the king's sisters, Cheongseon and Cheongyeon, is similar to that of their
mother, and they wear a Jangsam (outer robe). Presenting royal attire that cannot be seen
in traditional paintings such as the Bancha-do (royal procession painting) and making it
easy for anyone to re-enact is very significant. Therefore, when organizing festivals based
on royal culture or cultural heritage, using this attire as a reference will contribute to the

inheritance of cultural heritage while simultaneously elevating the dignity of the event.
